Township of Langley Official Community Plan (OCP)
A growth management plan for the whole Township.

Brookswood-Fernridge Community Plan
The growth management plan for the entire community of 
Brookswood-Fernridge.
The Brookswood-Fernridge Community Plan delineates a 
vision, guiding principles, and polices that guide change and 
development over the next 25+ years.
The Community Plan:

•	 Establishes a general land use framework for the area and 
provides an estimate of future population, including new 
neighbourhoods

•	 Includes broad policies related to land use, environmental 
protection, heritage resources, community facilities, 
transportation, and infrastructure

•	 Provides locations of Commercial and Neighbourhood 
Centres and arterial roads

•	 Was shaped by many people with different interests and 
aligned with other policy documents

Booth, Fernridge, and Rinn Neighbourhood Plans
Growth management plans for specific areas within the 
Brookswood-Fernridge Community.
Neighbourhood Plans:

•	 Establish a more detailed land use plan for each 
neighbourhood

•	 Provide more detailed design and policy guidance for all 
aspects of the neighbourhoods related to environmental 
protection and open space, infrastructure, transportation, 
and urban design

•	 Are shaped by many people with different interests and
